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Saints Community Connections (SCC) is the Interlake High School’s PTSA community service 
recognition program. This optional program, distinct from the Bellevue School District community 
service graduation requirement, provides opportunities for students to earn up to three different 
community service awards, a community service honor cord at graduation, and evidence of community 
service for college admittance and scholarships.  

 
Enjoy the benefits of performing community service 

· Acquire valuable work-related skills like dependability, communications, self-direction, leadership, organization, and 
responsibility 

· Improve the likelihood of attaining college scholarships and college admittance 
· Learn about a career you are considering 
· Gain a sense of pride and self-esteem as you see the need and value of your volunteer time 
· Improve teen image by helping the community and showing your positive attributes 
· Demonstrate commitment to a cause or belief 
· Receive recognition, including SCC awards at the IHS Awards Assembly in June, and a graduation honor cord 
· Meet new people, possibly make new friends, and have fun! 

 
Getting started is easy  

1. Decide the type of community service you would like to perform.  
2. Contact an organization to make volunteer arrangements. 
3. After each activity, complete the SCC Record form, have it signed by your supervisor, and deposit it in the SCC box in 

the Career Center. 
 
Program Guidelines  
Community service may be performed at any time during a student’s high school career, from the summer before freshman year 
until May 1 of senior year. Services may include long-term, short-term, or one-time-only commitments, and are services 
benefiting at least one unrelated person and for which students receive no compensation, academic credit, or other award. In 
most cases, students will work with city government, schools, non-profit organizations, hospitals, nursing homes, or newspapers. 
Services benefiting profit-making businesses are NOT accepted. 
 
A maximum of 14 hours a day is accepted and only time spent volunteering is counted. Travel time is NOT counted. 
Time spent training to be eligible to volunteer is NOT counted.  
 
Bellevue School District (BSD) requirement. The 40 hours required by BSD for graduation are NOT automatically counted 
toward the SCC program. To count BSD graduation requirement hours toward the SCC program, you must complete both a BSD 
form as well as an SCC form, and submit the BSD form to your counselor and place the SCC form in the SCC box in the Career 
Center. 
 
Service for academic or IB program credit. Community service for which students receive academic credit or IB program 
credit is NOT applied toward the SCC program. This includes activities performed through independent studies and the 
community service course. 
 
Traditional school-sponsored activities. Activities performed which are traditional after-school activities are NOT applicable. 
This category includes participation (officers or members) in student government, band, Honor Society, clubs and teams. 
However, if these groups organize or perform specific community service, those hours ARE applicable. For example, hours 
spent in Spanish club are NOT applicable but, if Spanish Club organizes a food drive for the community, hours spent on the food 
drive ARE applicable. Hours spent as Assistant Manager of any school athletic team ARE applicable. Only one assistant per 
team per season is allowed. No compensation, academic credit, or other award can be involved. 
 
Organization-based service. In general, services performed for profit-making organizations are NOT applicable, with the 
exception of hospitals, nursing homes, and newspapers. Service hours ARE accepted if performed for individuals under the 
umbrella of an organization (e.g., tutoring a student through a school, helping the elderly through the Council on Aging, etc). 
Services for individuals outside of an organization ARE accepted if deemed necessary for quality of life – prior approval is 
recommended.
