This is a time that students can get
extra help from their teachers. We also are offering academic workshop in the library from 3:15 -
4:15 on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. Computers, teachers and peer tutors are available to

support students with their homework during this time.

Being an active, responsible, and knowledgeable learner is one of our main goals at Interlake. | am
confident that our students will benefit from the support structures mentioned above and will help

Active parent involvement is one of the keys to the academic success of
our students. Another key to success is clear communication between students, parents, and
teachers. Five years ago, we started using a new computer program called Parent Internet Viewer
as a means to increase communication between parents, students and teachers by providing ac-
cess to important student data such as grades and attendance. The system serves as one commu-
nication tool bet ween the school , student , and paren
vidual grades by teachers can vary depending on the timing of assignments, length of assignments,
and time committed to providing thoughtful feedback on assignment responses. Should questions
surface about individual student progress and/or entries in particular classes, the student should
talk directly with the teacher during tutorial to receive clarification.

Student Messages & Deliveries

In order to significantly reduce the disruptions to classrooms and the learning process of our stu-
dents, we are requesting that parents limit requests for delivery of messages or items to emergen-
cies only.

I f it is not possible to schedule a doctordés appointm
your student with a note indicating the time that the student will be picked up. This note should

be brought to the attendance office no later than 7:25 a.m. the day of the appointment. The atten-

dance secretary will provide your student with an early dismissal slip. Homework, lunches and

other items may be left in the attendance office for students to pick up.
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Reminder: Traffic Flow Guidelines

1 Drop students off between 7:00 and 7:15.

1 The best location for student drop  -offs is the main entrance off 24  th Street. Access the
main entrance from the West and exiting to the East.

1 Avoid dropping students off in the student parking lot (off of 164 th Ave. NE). If you do
choose this location, please drive all the way to the end A behind the school f before
dropping off your student. Parents should not stop in the middle or pull into a parking
spot. Cars stopping to drop off students or backing into the traffic slows the entrance
of staff and students and creates a safety hazard. When leaving, parents should exit
South on 164th Ave. E (to the right).

1 Parents should wait to pick up students in front of the school only and should access
this area off of NE 24th Street. Due to the amount of students staying after school for
Tutorial, clubs, sports and other activities, the amount of traffic at a given time is re-
duced.

1 Do not drop your student off on any of the major streets (24 th or 164 th).

Community Service Guidelines

Saints Community Connections (SCC) is the Interl ake
nition program. Community service activities are those which students perform to benefit at least

one other unrelated person and for which they receive no compensation, academic credit, or other

award. In most cases, students will be working with city government, schools, non -profit organiza-
tions, hospitals, nursing homes, or newspapers. Services that benefit profit -making businesses are

NOT accepted.

Community service may be performed at any time during the students' high school careers, from

the summer before freshman year until May 1 of senior year. Services may include long -term, short
-term, or one -time -only commitments. Each student may receive up to three awards - one award for
each of the following completed categories:

9 100 hours receives the Saints Community Connections award
9 300 hours receives the Silver Saints Community Connections award
9 500 hours or more receives the Golden Saints Community Connections award

Award certificates are presented in June during the IHS Awards Assembly. Families are welcome to
attend! All students who complete at least 100 hours will receive a community service honor cord to
be worn at graduation.

Specific Guidelines

Service for academic credit. Community service for which students receive academic credit is
NOT applied toward the SCC award. This includes activities performed through independent stud-
ies and the community service course.

Bellevue School District (BSD) requirement. The 40 hours required by BSD for graduation are
NOT automatically counted toward the SCC program. However, the BSD hours CAN be included
by completing both forms (SCC and BSD) and submitting them to their appropriate place. The ex-
tra step is necessary when hours are counted for both programs.

Service for IB program credit. Community service for which the student receives the IB certificate
is NOT applied toward the SCC award.

Service through the judicial system. Community service which is court -assigned is NOT applied
toward the SCC award.

Organization -based service. In general, services performed for profit  -making organizations are
NOT applicable, with the exception of hospitals, nursing homes, and newspapers. Services ARE ac-

cepted if performed for individuals under the umbrella of an organization (e.g., tutoring a student

through a school, helping the elderly through the Council on Aging, etc). Services for individuals

outside of an organization ARE accepted if deemed necessary for quality of life 0 prior approval is
recommended.

Training.  Hours spent on training for a volunteer position are not applicable.
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SAINTS COMMUNITY CONNECTIONS

Community Service Guidelines, continued

Service through religious organizations. Community service for which students support a spe-
cific religion or religious institution through participation in a service or activity (e.g., educational,
religious, or non -religious) that benefit the religious community or the community at large ARE ap-
plicable. Examples of applicable service activities include but are not limited to:

Teaching Sunday school or CCD or baby  -sitting during religious services

Painting church or synagogue buildings and classrooms

Clothing drives and Work in shelters

Participation in church mission trips (Maximum 14 hrs/day; travel time is not counted)
Participation as officers in religious youth groups

Selling Christmas trees/wreaths or helping with church or synagogue rummage sales

Traditional school -sponsored activities. Activities performed which are traditional after -school
activities are NOT applicable. This category includes participation (officers or members) in student
government, band, Honor Society, clubs and teams. However, if these groups are organizing or per-

forming specific community service, those hours ARE applicable. For example, hours spent in

Spanish club are NOT applicable but, if Spanish Club organizes a food drive for the community,

hours spent on the food drive ARE applicable. Hours spent as Assistant Manager of any school ath-

letic team ARE applicable. Only 1 assistant per team per season is allowed d no compensation, aca-
demic credit, or other award should be involved.

Eagle Scout activities. Hours accumulated toward a scoutds proje
SCC awards because that scout receives an award for that project. However, the hours accumu-
lated by a scout assisting another scout with their project ARE accepted.

Summer Camps. If other community service guidelines (related to compensation & type of organi-
zation) are met, counselor -in-training (CIT) hours spent at the actual organization and performance
of specific community service activities ARE applicable.

Maximum of 14 hours a day is accepted and  only time spent volunteering is counted dtravel
time is NOT counted.

Activities  Not Eligible for Service Credit (Recap)

Service for which academic credit, money, or an award is earned.

Court -ordered service.

Service at for -profit businesses (e.g., law firms, landscape companies).

Traditional after -school activities, unless community service is performed.
Community service hours accepted by the 1B program.

Time spent traveling to and from the community service site and training for a position.

Documenting Hours. To receive SCC credit, a COMPLETED SCC Community Service Record
form (signed by the supervisor) MUST be deposited in the SCC box in the Career Center, preferably
within 2 months of completion of service. The 40 hours required for graduation can be added to

your SCC hours by completing the SCC form for those hours. Forms are available in the Career
Center and on the Interlake PTSA websites ( www.interlakeptsa.org)

Exceptions to Guidelines. Any exceptions to the definitions and guidelines can only be made with
the knowledge and approval of the Community Service Representative (see below for contact infor-
mation).

3. After each activity, complete the SCC Record form, have it signed by your supervisor, and de-

two items to the legislative platform: music and arts education, and increasing funding and support

for highly capable students. Another item, adopting a weighted GPA, was referred back the Legisla-

tive Committee for further development.
